Blaydon CC 
Although cricket has been played in Blaydon since 1876 the club was formally formed in 1891.  Blaydon won the Derwent Valley League three times before graduating through minor leagues to the Tyneside Senior League in 1972.  In 2000 they were elected to the North East Premier League where they have twice finished third and in 2006 came fourth when player-coach Allan Worthy scored 1,271 runs.  The club’s leading run scorer is Ian Somerville with 23,056 and Peter Carroll, the Club Secretary, tops the bowling charts with 1,353 wickets.  West Indian Test pros at Blaydon have included Clyde Butts, who helped win three of four titles, ‘Johnny’ Perry, Jimmy Adams and Neil McGarrell.  Mark Harper (Guyana) hit 3,013 (av. 101) in 1986 and Wes Thomas (Grenada) scored 215* and took all ten wickets in a match against Lintz in 1988 – a unique feat in Durham club cricket.  Last summer Gordon Muchall scored 192* off 171 balls in winning a league match with a six off the last ball when chasing Sunderland’s 259-7.  
Havant CC

Havant lies on the Hampshire/Sussex border and its cricket club was founded in 1822.  Founder members of both the Southern League in 1969 and the Southern Electric Premier League in 2000,  the club has been a pioneer in Hampshire of many progressive items in both youth and senior cricket over the past 40 years as well as facilities development.  This is reflected in four of the seven man finals squad coming through the junior system.  The club fields four senior sides and three junior ones on a regular basis.  The first eleven are current league and cup champions of the SEPL and have mounted a number of gallant National Cup campaigns in recent seasons.  The club are proud to be generously supported by nationally reknowned internet recruitment company Jobsite and are hoping to make it third time lucky after two valiant but unsuccessful attempts in the indoor finals in the mid-1990s.  
Sandyford CC

Sandyford are making their second visit to the National finals but their first to Lords after previously appearing in the 2004 final at Loughborough and going out in the Semi Final, something they will be hoping to improve on this year.  All 7 players in the squad have come through the successful youth set up at Sandyford, which forms a big part of the club.  This will be evident in today’s line up with captain Andrew Barnett the oldest player at 23, and an average of under 20.  Following on from Sandyford’s 2004 indoor success they then were the final winners of the North Staffs and District League before the league disbanded in its Saturday afternoon format and the first winners when it reformed in the midweek Phoenix 15 format.  They were promoted to the North Staffs and South Cheshire League Division 1 and although their start in Division 1 has been testing hopefully after 2 years of consolidation the club can build on the solid base it has formed and push on during the 2008 season.

Worcester Park CC
Worcester Park is a small but ambitious club playing in Division 3 of the Surrey Championship.  An expanding club, the friendly and welcoming atmosphere coupled with determination and talent on the pitch has seen remarkable success for all sides in recent years.  With a focus on developing and nurturing young players, 8 regular First XI players were once club colts.  Five of today’s team also came up through the colts system. Worcester Park have dominated the Surrey Indoor League in the 4 years they have entered a team, only losing 3 times and getting to the Regional Finals on every occasion.  In their debut season of 2005 Worcester Park reached Lord’s where they were cruelly denied in the first semi-final by BAT Sports by a single run.  Gary Marshall, who scored a brilliant 51 to almost single-handedly bring Park so close in 2005 and was then crowned the Player of The Day, returns today.  Gary is joined by the Hill twins and Nicky Ball as the four survivors from that team.  Whatever happens today, players and supporters will be looking forward to an enjoyable day.
