Quantitative and Qualitative Detail.
	Background.

Old Dalby CC is situated in Old Dalby near Melton Mowbray and has achieved ECB Clubmark accreditation. The club has a very strong junior section with teams starting at U10 kwick-cricket and ranging up to U17 before moving into the senior side. The senior side compete in both the South Nottinghamshire league as well as the Belvoir limited over league.

ODCC have previously organised NatWest CricketForce events with great success. In 2010 the club was awarded an OSCA award by the Leicestershire and Rutland cricket board for their work within the CricketForce scheme.

The 2011 CricketForce event was organised as a one day event to bring together players and members of the community to help prepare the ground for the upcoming season.



	Aims and Objectives.

· Give pavillion, toilet and tea room a thorough clean
· Fit a new door for the tearoom
· Strengthen the verandah supports
· Paint the pavilion front/verandah and the tea room (paint was supplied from the community paint re-use depot)
· Repair and fill in the gaps in the boundary hedge to the school field
· Remove all weeds etc around the field
· Prepare site at pavilion rear, cut down bushes and clear area in preparation for pavilion development
· Artificial Practice wickets and nets: re-secure netting, level up matting, mark out pitches
· Install “The Noel Greaves Memorial seat” (in memory of a loyal supporter) 
· Extend and join up the footpaths to make access the the ground easier
· Fit the canvas’ to the Sight Screens 
· Re-Fit the sponsors boards to the fence.
· Strim around the boundary and hedge bottoms
· Cricket Square Prep : re-site cricket square

	Main achievements to date.

All aims were achieved on the day.
