Quantitative and Qualitative Detail.

	Background.

Our former stand-alone pavilion was burnt down in 2004 and in recent years we have been using a temporary structure for all of our home matches.

Paddock CC is situated on an elevated site which has many advantages, including stunning views over the Colne Valley and a quick drying ground. However, the steep drops down to the railway cutting and unused land at the far end of the ground provides a potential health & safety issue. 



	Aims and Objectives.

New fences on the banking side and on the railway side of the ground to help prevent the ball ending up there during matches.

Construct a new sight screen fence at the pavilion end of the ground.

Replace temporary changing rooms with new temporary one and also install a new temporary tea room.

Repair cricket nets.

Kit out new changing rooms.

Paint boundary walls.



	Main achievements to date.

New fence installed half way along banking side of ground. 

New fence installed part way along railway side of ground.

New sightscreen fence erected on pavilion end of ground.

New temporary portakabin changing rooms and tea rooms installed, painted and kitted out.

Nets repaired.

Walls painted.



	Main partners involved.

All the materials we have used have come from recycled sources such as wood left for the bonfire and concrete posts from a closed builders yard. We have also made use of discarded materials such as concrete kerbstones (used to make the steps to the new temporary changing rooms) which have been left at the ground while the local authority highways section does work on the local roads and uses the Paddock CC’s carpark as a base.

The Big Lottery Fund helped with costs of the new portacabins and Network Rail who supplied the netting for the railway sidings. BAM Nuttall provided the replacement portakabins at a reduced price.



	Key factors for good practice.

Publicity – updates on work completed through the winter and spring has been detailed on the web (Facebook, twitter etc) and on Paddock’s Website – http:\\www.paddockcc.org.uk 

We made this year's CricketForce more than a one off. We got volunteers to help throughout the winter and we then effectively ran two Cricketforce days.



	What is still to be achieved?

Complete fence on banking and railway sides of ground.



	What mechanisms are in place to ensure sustainability?

Establishing a committee responsible for major works, including our new changing room, upgrades to the grounds etc



	Monitoring and Evaluation process.
