Quantitative and Qualitative Detail.

	Background.

South Kirkby Colliery Welfare is a sports and social club in the South East Wakefield area (equidistant from Wakefield, Barnsley and Doncaster). The colliery has long gone and the Welfare survives by providing pitches and rooms for many local sports: table tennis, crown green bowls, football, cricket, pigeon flying as well as function rooms, mostly for weddings and birthdays. All ages are catered for in the sports sections of the club, cricket has teams from U9 to U17 and three senior teams for Junior players to aspire to.



	Aims and Objectives.

The facilities had a major re-fit during a Cricketforce weekend 5 years ago but this was looking tired and scruffy so the main objective was to revitalise the changing rooms and tea room.



	Main achievements to date.

Complete new kitchen in the tea room, new plumbing and water heater, sink, microwave, hob, cupboards and work surfaces. Painting the whole room and tiling in the kitchen area.

Lockers/ storage in the changing area, painting and cleaning of shower block and changing rooms.



	Main partners involved.

Local craftsmen/ suppliers/ players involved in the decorating and fitting



	Key factors for good practice.

Ask everyone, if they cannot help they probably have a relation who can!

Involve all users of the facilities, they can/ will help with their contacts.



	What is still to be achieved?

Flooring in the tea room, many involved and interested but still to be finalised.



	What mechanisms are in place to ensure sustainability?

Continuing to work with the Welfare to complete Solar Panelling for the whole sports and social club area. All products and services are locally sourced.



	Monitoring and Evaluation process.

Monitored by the Cricket committee and reported to the Welfare committee to be able to evaluate against a long term plan for the whole area that will include room for expansion of all the sports at the club.
