Women’s Midlands League 2010 Sponsorship Proposals

Background

The Women’s Midlands League (WML) was established in 2002 to service the demand for more competitive cricket for 8 sporadic teams across the Midlands.  The 2010 season sees 38 teams representing 11 counties competing for promotion and the champions of the league secure a place in the Women’s National Premier League for the North.  On a regional and a national basis there has been a dramatic increase in participation, volunteers’ roles and the numbers of clubs as shown in the table below.  The increase is in part due to the recent successes of the England Women’s team and the investment of the England & Wales Cricket Board and additional stakeholders into Women’s and girls’ development.

The WML also organise a Cup & Plate competition which is also open to clubs which do not usually compete in the league.
The WML currently generates income from payments for League and Cup entry as well as a bond payment (only taken if club default).  The league expenditure includes insurance, cricket balls and awards.  The WML are looking for sponsorship to cover costs and potentially provide clubs with additional support (funding coaching, equipment) dependent on the sponsor’s business.

· Complimentary tickets – to watch the World Champions (in both the 50 over and Twenty20) England Women play New Zealand Women at Derby CCC on the 15 July 2010 under lights (start 2.30pm)

· Hospitality – invitation to the game above as guests of the ECB 

· Player appearance – a current England Women’s World Cup Winner to attend an event of the sponsor’s choice (subject to availability of player)
